-Funded through NYS HOME and NYS Affordable Housing Corporation (AHC) funds.
	AHC funds require income at or below 80% of area median income for household size and will provide up to 60% of project costs.  HOME funds require income at 50% of area median income and provide up to 50% of project costs.  There is also a loan program for clients over income.  It is 60% funded, clients pay 40%.
	Must meet income guidelines and complete application process.  Must own and occupy your home and have insurance and taxes paid to date.  Owner participation is required and all homeowners receiving grant funds will be required to contribute towards the cost of repairs, as determined by the grant program.  Additional requirements apply and are listed on their website under Weatherization services.

	The program provides funds for repairs for structural issues, mechanical repairs (heating, electric, plumbing etc.), energy conservation, lead safe work activities and health and safety.  Repairs are not allowed for the purposes of remodeling.

Mobile homes on owner’s land are eligible.

Landlord would need to pay 1/2 (at a minimum 25% is required) of the necessary repairs.  First time applicants to this program will receive priority and those receiving Weatherization services since 1994 are not eligible.


	An energy audit is completed and testing is done on all fuel burning appliances.  Services include basic weatherization, hot water tanks (repair/replace), roofs, electrical work, insulation (high priority), weather-stripping, carbon monoxide and smoke alarms can be provided. Energy conservation education is a focus.  Weatherization focuses on reducing a family’s energy burden and ensures the home is free of carbon monoxide.

For seniors over 62, the repairs need to be a major health and safety issue. Section 502 loans finance single-family housing inc. the purchase and repair of an existing home, construction of a new home, or repair of a home already in ownership. Interest rate is subsidized and based on income. Section 504 finances the repair of homes already in ownership in the form of a 1% loan, or possibly a grant.

The grant is a five (5) year deferred forgivable loan encumbered by a Note & Mortgage.  No payments are required provided the owner maintains the home as their primary residence for five (5) years or repay all grant funds received.
	Helps single family home owners pay for necessary home repairs including but not limited to repairing or replacing major housing systems in danger of failure. Also, essential or energy related repairs or improvements (includes furnace repairs) are eligible.  Making improvements necessary to permit use by persons with disabilities.  Rehabilitating housing to meet Housing Quality Standards.  Lead-based paint abatement.  Cosmetic repairs are not eligible.  Duplexes are not eligible.
