PUBLIC SERVICE ANNOUNCEMENT

Mail Registrations

Applications must be postmarked by October 10th and received by Board of Elections no later than October 15th to be eligible to vote in the General Election.

In Person Registration

You may register at your local Board of Elections in person no later than October 10th 

If honorably discharged from the Military or have become a naturalized citizen since October 10th you may register in person at the Board of Elections up until October 24th. 

Voting by Absentee Ballot

October 28th is the last day to postmark an application or letter of application for a ballot.

Nov. 3rd is the last day to apply in person for a ballot at the Board of Elections.

Nov. 3rd is the last day to postmark a ballot. Must be received by the county Board of Elections no later than Nov.12th
Nov.4th is the last day to deliver the ballot in person to the  county Board of Elections

Military Voters

Oct 24th is the last day for the Board of Elections to receive an application if not previously registered.

Oct 28th is the last day for board of elections to receive Military/Special Federal absentee application, if by mail and previously registered.

Nov. 3rd is the last day to apply personally for a Military ballot if previously registered.
Nov. 3rd is also the last day to postmark Military ballot and must be received by the Board of Elections no later than Nov. 17th.
